on the other hand, jointly referred to as the “Parties”, have decided to enter into this Agreement (hereinafter referred to as the “Agreement”) for the publication of scientific materials (hereinafter referred to as the “Articles”) in the scientific journal “Chemical Journal of Kazakhstan” (hereinafter referred to as the “Journal”), stipulating as follows:
1. General provisions 
1.1. In accordance with Article 395 of the Civil Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan (the General part), the present Agreement is a Public Offer (hereinafter referred to as the “Offer”), whose full and unconditional acceptance, in accordance with Article 396-397 of the Civil Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan (the General part), is considered the sending by the Author of the application and the materials for the publication in the Journal by uploading there of to the network electronic message system for accepting articles for consideration, posted in the corresponding section of the Journal website https://www.chemjournal.kz/ in the “Internet” information and telecommunications network (hereinafter referred to as the “Internet”). 
1.2. In accordance with the current legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan in part of compliance with the copyright rights for the electronic information resources, the materials of the site, electronic journal or project cannot be reproduced in whole or in part in any form (electronic or printed) without the prior consent of the authors and the editors of the journal, which may be expressed by posting an appropriate permission in the appropriate section of the Journal website (at the place of posting the published materials) in the Internet. When using the published materials in the context of the other documents, a reference to the original source is required.    
1.3. The Journal is registered by the Ministry of Culture, Information and Public Accord of the Republic of Kazakhstan (the Mass Media Registration Certificate No. 3995-Zh, dated June 25, 2003), the ISSN International Center in Paris (the registration number ISSN 1813-1107, dated August 6, 2005), and is included in the List of publications for the publication of the main results of scientific activity, recommended by the "Committee for Quality Assurance of Education and Science of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan for the publication of the main results of scientific activity" (Order N 844 of 12.29.2021).
2. Terms used in the Agreement 
Author – a natural entity (entities), whose creative work has created the Article. Application – an electronic request of the Author to the Publisher to place the Article in the Journal by uploading the Article and associated materials to the network electronic message system for receiving articles for consideration, posted in the corresponding section of the Journal website in the Internet). 
Publisher – A.B. Bekturov Institute of Chemical Sciences JSC, which is the founder and publisher of the Journal. 
Metadata of the Article – With the purpose of popularizing the Journal, the editorial board welcomes the acceptance of Articles in English, in collaboration with the foreign scientists, the materials in Kazakh and/or Russian and/or English, intended for the inclusion in the Elsevier, Clarivate Analytics scientific citation databases in accordance with the original version of the Article: the title of the Article, the information about the authors (full name of the author (authors) in full, the place of work of each author with the indication of the postal address, the contact information (e-mail) for each author, the abstract, the keywords, the subject rubricator, ORCID, the subject indexes (the list of links). 
Offer – the given document (the proposal to the Author) for the publication of the Article by posting it on the Journal website in the Internet. 
Publication – posting the Article in the Journal. 
Editorial Staff of the Journal – creative team, which prepares the Journal for the publication. 
Editorial Board – is an advisory body under the Editorial Staff of the Journal. 
Article – the result of the basic and applied scientific research in the form of scientific material, review scientific communication, scientific report, bibliographic review on certain topics of the scientific research, historical information on the prominent figures of the Kazakhstani and foreign science, submitted by the Author for the publication in the Journal. 
Parties – the Author and the Publisher. 
Requirements to the Articles – the requirements for the materials, published in the Journal, posted in the “For Authors” section on the Journal website in the Internet. 
Service – posting (publication) of the Article in the Journal on the basis of the Autor’s Application. 
3. Subject of the Agreement (Offer) 
3.1. The Author shall provide the Publisher hereunder with the right to use the Article, created by the Author for publication in the Journal, free of charge for the duration of the copyright, provided for by the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

3.2. The right to publish the Article in the Journal shall pass from the Author to the Publisher by the application in accordance with the conditions hereof, by the Author’s desire to publish his Article in Kazakh and/or Russian and/or English in the electronic database media (in the Internet) of the Publisher.

3.3. The service shall be provided by the Author for a fee in accordance with the price list for the publication of Articles. The price for the publication of one article makes up KZT 30,000.00 (thirty thousand), including all costs, taxes, and other payments to the budget.

3.4. The effect of this Agreement shall come into force from the date the Article is sent to the Journal - the uploading of the Article and associated materials in accordance with Article 1.1. (hereinafter referred to as the “Article Uploading”).

3.5. The rights shall be transferred by the Author to the Publisher free of charge, and the publication of the Article in the Journal shall not entail any financial contributions to the Author from the Publisher. The Author shall be obliged to pay to the Publisher for the publication of the Article in the Journal within 5 (five) working days from the date of signing the Agreement, the amount of KZT 30,000.00 (thirty thousand), including all costs, taxes, and other payments to the budget.

3.6. If the Publisher decides to refuse from publishing the Article in the Journal, this Agreement shall be terminated. The decision to refuse from publishing shall be sent to the Author at the e-mail address, specified in the Application.

3.7. The Publisher shall be obliged, during the validity period of the Agreement, to provide the Author with the services, related to the publication of the Article on the Journal website in the Internet.   
4. General conditions for the provision of services  
4.1. The Publisher shall provide the services for the Author only under the following conditions:

— The Author shall submit to the Publisher an application for the publication of the Article, and shall consent to the Offer Acceptance;

– The Author shall provide the Publisher with the Articles for the publication by sending them to the Publisher’s email address https://www.chemjournal.kz/ in accordance with Article 1.1 hereof;

— The Author shall make payment to the Publisher for the publication of the Article in accordance with Article 3 hereof.

4.2. The services shall be provided for the Author on a paid basis in accordance with the price list of the Publisher.

4.3. If the materials are provided by the Author in violation of the rules and requirements of this Offer, the Publisher shall have the right to refuse from publishing them.

4.4. The Publisher shall not be responsible during the validity period of the Agreement for an unauthorized use by the third parties of the data, provided by the Author.
